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General information about practical exams

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Preparation of materials
Phosphate buffer solution

Dissolve 4.489 of hydrated disodium hydrogen phosphate (Na,HPO,+12H,0) and 1.7 g of potassium
dihydrogen phosphate (KH,PO,) in 500 cm? of distilled water. Keep refrigerated until required.

Isolation medium

Dissolve 68.469 of sucrose and 0.38g of potassium chloride (KCI) in phosphate buffer solution and
make up to 500 cm?3 with phosphate buffer solution. Keep refrigerated until just before the exam.

DCPIP solution [HH], [MH], [N]

Dissolve 0.01g of DCPIP and 0.93g of KClin phosphate buffer solution and make up to 500cm? with
phosphate buffer solution. Keep refrigerated until required.

Spinach leaves
Common spinach (Spinacia oleracea) leaves are suitable and should be fresh. If fresh spinach is not
available an equivalent quantity of fresh green lettuce (such as iceberg) or cabbage leaves can be

used as a substitute. Ensure that the substituted leaves are of approximately the same total size as
eight spinach leaves.
